Férldggningen var i barack 34 pd £ d F2 i Higernds. Nattmdl pd 16r-
dagskvédllen och frukost pd séndagsmorgonen fixade Ludmila och det
gjorde hon med den &ran!

Det norska gédnget anlédnde redan pd fredagskvédllen - en av dem kom med
flyg frén Helsingfors och mellanlandade hdr (inte pd F2 utan pd Ar-
landa!) foér att deltaga i denna tdvling.

2m-jakten startade pd lérdagsmiddagen k1l 1200 i mulet uppehdllsvider,
temperatur ca +5°C. Banldngd 5 km i en ganska stigrik terring. Inga
stdrre problem motte jdgarna utom, méjligtvis, den som envisades med
att springa pa tvdrs genom terrdngen istdllet for att utnyttja sti-
garna. En stor &lg med en stdtlig krona sdgs korsa ett fdlt strax
intill en av rdvarna liksom en flock radjur.

Reisebrev fra Stocholm Open 27-29 oktober 95

Selvom RPO-sesongen var ferdig i Norge og avslutningsfesten var i frisk
minne, valgte 6 norske RPO-lgpere 4 ta “den lange turen” til Stockholm
Open iar.

Steinar, LASOM, har helt ny stor bil og med ble: LASOBA, LA5OM,
LA6VEA, LA6XI og Rolf. Da vi kom til Stocholm plukket vi dessuten
opp LA50Q som kom med fly fra Finland. Ialt 6 personer som ble ensket
velkommen av SMOKON som laste opp i “barakken 34”, en tidligere
militzer brakke i Hagemes v/Taby. Vi har dessuten vart der tre ganger
tidligere.

Utpa kvelden kom ogsa sjefsarranger PA SMOBGU; samt andre amaterer.
Dessverre kom det ikke noen danske eller finske lepere denne gang, heller
ikke lgpere fra baltiske land som tidligere.

Det var noe nedber pa kvelden, men i lopet av natten klarnet det opp og
lordagmorgen med 2 meter start var allerede der. Det ble en relativt
lettlopt loype og nordmennene tok det som var : de tre beste plassene samt
en 5 plass. Det var utrolig “mycket darligt” deltagelse fra SM; bare to
personer! Nordmennene krysset na optemistisk fingrene for de to senere
80 m lep.

Sa bar det tilbake til forlegning og litt middagsmat pa en Pizza-kro i
Hagemes. Noen begynte allerede & “grue seg” til lardagskveldens
utskeielser; nattlep i merke svenske skoger !

Vi dro avgarde kl. 1800, akkurat samtidig som et forrykende regnever
kom plaskende ned. Ute ved start i Akersberga traktene ble det imidlertid
opphold akkurat da vi startet, og nd var det for en gangs skyld flere
svensker enn nordmenn til start.

Som noen har erfart tidligere, hender det at teknikken svikter litt under
slike “Open arrangement”. Ogsa denne gang fikk vi en overraskelse da
mottakeren ble skrudd pa: en avde 7 sendere sendte hele tiden! Alle de
startende ble derfor enige om & gé i retning mot denne post (7), slik at vi
fikk den avstengt. Imidlertid pa vei til denne ble den manuelt resatt av
postmannskap. Ventetiden gav oss tanker i det fuktige varet, “hvorfor vil
vi oss sd vondt som & lepe her i den merke, sleipe og ikke ufarlig glatte



skogen?- pa en lerdagskveld. Jeg hadde bestemt at mine ben skal ikke
odlegges pa svensk jord,- det far heller skje i New York maraton. Derfor
gjorde jeg avtale med LASOM om & “lope” sammen hele leypa og snart
hang Rolf seg pa ogsa. Dette var nok et lykkelig valg for dem fordi vi lep,
snubla og datt pa de meget glatte kvister, stokker og grener. Selvom vére
super-lyskastere 1 den merke og “stygge” skogen lyste opp, var det hele
tiden overraskelser. Forst fikk LASOM problem med sin mottaker og like
etterpa fikk Rolf det samme med sin. “Sannelig godt de henger pa meg”,
tenkte jeg med min nesten 20 ar gamle mottaker som derimot drifter litt av
og til.

Terrenget vi lop 1 ma vare noe av Sveriges styggeste, verste og minst
nattlop-vennelige terreng. Etter lopet bekreftet og beklaget PA at det ble
slik, terrenget hadde nemlig bli tatt ut som et reserveterreng fordi det
planlagte terreng ikke var godkjent av grunneieren. (Vart terreng var
sdpass “jevelig” at jeg tror ingen grunneier vil vere bekjent av det.)
Imidlertid fant vi da 4 av de 7 postene pé ca. 2 timer, og det ble endel
krysspeilinger hit og dit siden de fuktige trzrene nok lurte oss litt.

Vi tre hadde en riktig “koslig tur”, og pa slike nattlop ber man nok vurdere
sikkerheten ekstra ngye. Vi traff ogsd Christian 50Q som hadde bare en
post igjen for han matte gi seg for overtime, -det var uklart hva makstiden
skulle vere (2 timer, 2 timer og 15 minutter eller 7 minutter 7?) Det ble
endel diskusjon om dette da vi var i mal. Vi tre som lgp sammen hadde
som sikkerhet tatt med den lille mobiltelefonen i rumpetaska,- slik at vi
ringte inn plasseringene for vi kom til mél ! Ogsd Arne SOBA hadde
mottakerproblem og méatte hente ny mottaker,- mens Laila kom trygt inn
pé ordinzr mate.

Det klarnet plutselig opp og méaneskinn skinte pa oss tapre lopere. Vi som
var dyvite fikk kjenne hvorledes det er nar gradestokken fort synker til
under null. Men nd var vi “endelig ferdig med det verste”, og det bar til-
bake i barakken til hyggelig kveldsmat og nybakt som Johan og den sete
ukrainske XYL (ogsd RPO-leper) hadde laget istand. Snart var all merkt
og stygt terreng glemt og Ole Lukkaye tok oss med pa nesten 7 timers
sovn, for det brutalt var revelje kl. 0630 sendag morgen ! Opp, opp !!
Etter fin deilig svensk frokost var det frem med 80-meter mottakeren igjen
og finne noen torre kler,- det som hadde hengt ute om natten var dypfryst!
Det bar pa nytt ut i terrenget ved Akersberga, det var sol og klar luft og
masse nm pa bakken. Nye 7 poster skulle tas og alle laperene var godt
motiverte. Jeg selv hadde en knallstart nordover, for deretter & ta post 5.
Idag skulle jeg sld Bengt! Imidlertid da jeg skulle krysse en stor myr,
kjente jeg det som jeg av og til frykter: min menisk 1 hoyre kne begynner &
ta seg en tur pa egen hind. Jeg stoppet umiddelbart, krep de 50 meter frem



til posten og klippet. Derretter gikk jeg i sakte gange rett serover for si &
sma jogge til de 2 neste postene og hapet “lasingen” i kne ville gi seg.
Terrenget var vekslende, egentlig ganske OK til & vaere i Sverige! Snart
hadde jeg full fart p4 maskinen.

It was a great day for a T-Hunt. There was excitement in
the air and as usual things were running late. I picked up the
T-Boxes at QQ’'s house about 10:30 which we all know means that I
didn’t leave until around 11:30 and running late.

FANCY FOOTWORK AND
A STAY-AT-HOME FOX

Sunny skies and mild temperatures prevailed at the October 14 BEARONS foxhunt.
Not since July had there been so fine a day for a BEARONS hunt. And like the
July hunt, hunter attendance reflected the sad fact that other priorities

often take precedence on a rare sunny October day in the Pacific Northwest

But what the hunters lacked in numbers they made up for with enthusiasm.

An on-foot hunt was held immediately following the BEARONS Saturday meeting.
The transmitter consisted of an old rock-bound Wilson HT running into a dummy
load. The HT was controlled by a small black controller box containing a

greeting card voice recorder and a 556 timer IC. The HT and its controller

were placed in some tall weeds about 20 feet from the sidewalk on the west

side of the Boeing Activity Center.

Doug Garmin, AB71V, and his XYL Gerrie Garman, KB7WSJ, teamed up to sniff out
the weedy fox, and did so in short order. Garey Markley, KN7YGE, showed up

early for the noon time hunt, and also hunted down the closeby fox before

heading out in search of more remote game.

About noon, Dave Alexander, KG7ZQ, flipped a switch somewhere in rural western
Snohomish county, and the afiernoon hunt was underway.

Garey Markley, had brought along his latest creation, a foldable phased

vertical array, for its maiden hunt. Upon arriving at the Activity Center he
began mounting the phased verticals to his vehicle using an ingenious window-
mount scheme. Garey would be team A.

Russ Olson, N7SJV, Charles Scharlau, NZOI, and his XYL Karen Scharlau, N7SRO,
banded together to give Garey some competition. They would use the well-worn 4—
element quad that mounts through the roof of the Scharlau vehicle. Together

they formed tcam B,

Dwayne Broderson, AA7QH, on his trip back home after attending the BEARONS
meeting, heard the fox’s signal in the Camano Island/Stanwood area and called
the hunters with a signal report. Ah ha! The hunters had caught first scent.

The two teams left the Activity Center together at approximately 12:20, and
headed north, with Mount Baker shining like a beacon ahead of them. It was
just over ten miles of freeway driving before the fox’s signal strength rose
above the background noise. Still the bearings pointed north and west. This
would be a longer drive than most hunts, but what a beautiful day for a drive
in the country!

Both teams bearings led them to the area just south and east of Stanwood, near
the Stillaguamish river. Team B proceeded 1o head down every dead end street



within a 5 mile radius of where the fox proved to be. Team A noticed that the
readings from the phased vertical array were erratic, and interpreting what
his bearings were telling him was difficult at best. Mostly they seemed to be
coming from the Stanwood area.

Finally, Team B had just about run out of dead end roads to explore. Only one
more viable candidate remained. Down 62nd Avenue NW they headed. The signal
was full scale in every direction. Finally, as they passed a house with a

large tower, the sniffer went off. A signal could be heard on Karen's

antennaless HT. The fox was at that house. His house. The fox had never left
home!

Dave had lefl the fox box out in the open, so there was no poking around in
the woods required for this hunt. To make things interesting, Dave had
attached the transmitter to a 26-element yagi (made of rope and brazing rod)
which he then pointed in the general direction of Mount Pilchuck. Fortunately
for the hunters, the reflection off of Pilchuck was never detected.

Charles expressed an interest in stashing the foxbox next month. He said
something about a list of devious hiding spots he's been collecting for the

past year,
Happy Hunting!
